	Identify surfaces that are frequently touched and by many people (often common areas), eg handrails, door handles, vehicle door handles (inside and outside), shared equipment and tools and specify the frequency and level of cleaning and by whom 

Train people how to put on and remove personal protective equipment (PPE) (Gloves and face masks) that is used for normal work hazards and how to keep it clean – 
Avoid sharing work equipment and tools by allocating it on personal issue or put cleaning regimes in place to clean between each user 
Identify where you can reduce the contact of people with surfaces, eg by leaving open doors
Using electronic documents rather than paperwork  

Identify other areas that will need cleaning to prevent the spread of coronavirus, eg compost toilet to be cleaned twice daily by lead facilitator.

Identify what cleaning products are needed: surface wipes, detergents and water and where they should be used, wipes in vehicles, water and detergent on work surfaces

Keep surfaces clear to make it easier to clean and reduce the likelihood of contaminating objects

Provide areas for people to store personal belongings and keep personal items out of work areas

Clean things like reusable boxes regularly

	Identify how you can keep people apart in line with social distancing rules in the first instance. 

This may include: 

➢ staggering start/end times and mini-bus pick-ups 

➢ limiting the number of people on site at one time 

➢ rearrange work areas and tasks to allow people to meet social distancing rules 

➢ using empty spaces in the building for additional rest break areas where safe to do so in poor weather

➢ implementing ‘drop zones’ for passing materials between people 

➢ promote self-travel via walking, bikes and family
